ABSTRACT

The National Research Institute of Cultural Heritage (NRICH) launched a
ten-year study on traditional Korean patterns to establish a system based on
the symbolic meanings of spiritualism as represented in Korean patterns
and, furthermore, to lay a foundation for the development of contents
based on traditional culture using these patterns.

According to a yearly program, Traditional Korean Patterns, an illustrated
catalog, will be published each year. It will report on the essence of patterns
of collected artifacts based on their materials, such as textiles, ceramics,
woodwork, and metalwork. Traditional Korean Patterns - Textiles, the first
issue of the series, includes a selection of patterns found in textiles,
including Korean costumes from antiquity to the 20th century.

It is unclear when the Korean people began to wear clothes with patterns,
though various records, including The History of Three Kingdoms, and
wall paintings in ancient tombs from the Goguryeo Period have
illustrations with people dressed in gowns with stripes, polka-dots, and
cross-stripes, indicating that patterned clothing has been worn for an
extraordinarily long time. In the Goryeo Dynasty, textiles developed greatly
under the patronage of the aristocracy. Records state that textiles produced
in Goryeo were highly prized even by Chinese emperors. Fabrics found
inside extant Buddhist statues hint at their magnificence. In contrast to
showy colors, fabric patterns in the Goryeo Period were fine and simple.
Beginning in the Joseon Dynasty, the influence of Confucianism led to the
use of subtle patterns in simple tones, though the designs and motifs were
larger and more realistic. In the late Joseon Dynasty, patterns had greater
symbolic meanings and those believed to ward off evil spirits and promote

good fortune were very popular.

Textile patterns represent not only the aesthetic sense of the people at the
time they were made, but also the symbolic meanings the people attached
to those patterns, the sense of the times, and social conditions. Clearly,

patterns deserve close study as they bespeak a great deal of society.

Traditional Korean Patterns - Textiles includes over 200 textile pieces and
costumes collected in cooperation from 26 national, public, and private
museums and individual owners all around Korea. For the illustrations,
patterns that represent each period were selected and classified into plant
patterns, animal patterns, natural-landscape patterns, object patterns,
character patterns, geometric patterns, and human patterns, with a focus on
patterns from the Goryeo and Joseon Dynasties.

As for photographs of the relics, films or image files were provided by their
owners. In some cases, patterns were newly photographed for high quality
visual materials. Illustrations were created based on the photographs of

patterns to show unit patterns.

Traditional Korean Patterns - Textiles will provide basic material for
academic study by researchers in the fields of art history and textiles &
clothing in Korea and abroad and stimulate the development of design

products and cultural products using these patterns.
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
